Bedouin Soundclash has emerged in the past two years as a young group 

refusing to be classified, while blurring the lines of reggae and rock. Jay 

Malinowski's soulful wail and rasp rests on Eon Sinclair's deep dubbing bass 

while Pat Pengelly stirs the ghost of a young Stewart Copeland, driving a 

powerful sound and blazing a new path in the musical landscape. The 

three-piece group was conceived three years ago at university. "At the time 

we were making music that reflected the music we grew up on, from dancehall, 

hip hop, dub,reggae and r n'b to punk and electro, and that has continued to 

push us, to incorporate the music we love in a new way."

After nine months together, the band went into a small studio and recorded 

'Root Fire' for the small sum of $400. Malinowski jokes "we had played about 

14 shows that year and had made about $500. At the time we thought we were 

rich, we had enough money for twelve hours in the studio, and we recorded 

the entire album in that.' From these humble beginnings the band later 

released Root Fire on Stomp Records, and was heralded in a review by 

Exclaim! Magazine as "one of the best albums [we've] heard lately, and with 

this as their launching pad, [we] can't wait to see what this band has in 

store for the future."

The band toured from Vancouver to Montreal in support of Root Fire, while 

still remaining in university. In the meantime the group shared the stage 

with such acts as The Slackers, Burning Spear, Vernon 'Maytone' Buckley, and the legendary originators of ska, The Skatalites. 

In 2004, the band released their second full-length album on Stomp Records 'Sounding a Mosaic.' The record was recorded in Montreal, Canada produced by punk reggae legendary bass player of the DC hardcore scene, Darryl Jenifer of Bad Brains. During a stint on the 2004 Vans Warped Tour, where they caught the ear of Kevin Lyman, producer and ringleader of the traveling punk rock festival the Vans Warped Tour.  He heard the band play in Toronto, asked them to extend their set and immediately announced they would be on the entire Warped Tour the following year.  Not only have they and been invited to play the most successful and longest running touring festival, but Lyman also helped secure them a US record label deal.
After extensive touring on the critically acclaimed release, Bedouin headed back to the studio, this time at Toronto’s Signal To Noize to record their 3rd studio album “Street Gospels” with Darryl Jenifer from Bad Brains at the helm again.  Recent visitors to the studio include Money Mark (frequent collaborator with the Beastie Boys) who flew from LA to record with the boys.  Other collaborators will include Veronic Silva from Gotan Project. Here’s what frontman Jay Malinowksi had to say about the upcoming record:

    "We are honoured to have someone like Darryl Jenifer working with us on this project. On Sounding a Mosaic Darryl brought a whole different element to the studio, and his past experiences with Bad Brains and the New York hardcore scene influenced us all as musicians. Darryl is one of those few people who has affected so many people in music today, from Pharell Williams, the Beastie Boys, Mos Def, and The Roots, to bands like Asian Dub Foundation, The Red Hot Chilli Peppers and No Doubt. He has made an impact. This next record is going to be one of our most important, in terms of the expectations we have of ourselves and that our fans and community have around us, we are really happy to have Darryl, and all the other musicians coming into support us and lend their voices for “Street Gospels”, we can't wait to get it recorded and heard."

2005 shows nothing but promise for Bedouin Soundclash, who have been invited to participate in this years South By South West festival and have a rigorous touring schedule planned.
